2. Compare the values seen in this story—character, faith, and family involvement—
with modern dating trends. (Note: We're not endorsing arranged marriages!)
What can single Christians learn from this narrative about preparing for
marriage? If you are a parent or grandparent, how will you influence your kids
and grandkids in this area? Spend time praying for the young people
represented in your group.

3. Read Gen. 24:12-14. Why is a sign-based approach seemingly approved here
when other Bible passages discourage similar methods? Consider these other
passages as well: Judges 6:36-40; Matt. 12:38-49; Deut. 6:16; James 1:5.
